Rising from such choice roles as the
newspaper boy in GUYS and DOLLS to the dead body in ARSENIC AND OLD
LACE, she expanded her talents with appearances in THE MIRACLE WORKER,
CAMELOT, FIDDLER ON THE ROOF and workshops SWEET CHARITY,
LOVERS and KAREN WAS HERE '78. Following these, she was chosen for Joanne
in VANITIES, marking her first leading role in a full run production. Deena is a
Pierce College student, plans to continue her studies in sign language and probably
follow in Pop's footsteps II

LOUIS deGROSSART EBEY (Mr. Kraler) makes his initial appearance on Kent-
wood's stage in this production. A theatre buff from "way back when", he entertain-
ed in vaudeville acts at the Fulton Theatre in Oakland and later was associated there
with radio station KRE.

SEBASTIANS, NIGHT OF THE IGUANA and TORCHBEARERS. Formerly
associated with Leo Fuchs-Maurice Schwartz Yiddish Art Theatre, he was well-
known on European stages as a stand-up comedian and forced to flee Austria during
the Hitler regime. Ironically, Fred directed Kentwood's production of SOUND OF
MUSIC, a story laid in Austria in 1938.
