His 28 plays and musicals have
been performed in over 30 countries in more than 20 languages and
are produced throughout the United States every night of the year.

Lend Me a Tenor won two Tony Awards and was called “one of the
classic comedies of the 20th century by The Washington Post. Crazy
For You was on Broadway for five years and won the Tony and Olivier
Awards for Best Musical.

In addition, he has won the Edgar Award for Best Mystery of the
Year, two Laurence Olivier Awards, two Helen Hayes Awards, and the
Edwin Forrest Award for Contributions to the American Theater. His
plays have starred, among others, Alec Baldwin, Carol Burnett, Tony
Shaloub, Joan Collins and Hal Holbrook.

His stage version of Murder on the Orient Express was written
expressly at the request of the Agatha Christie Estate, and his latest
play, Dear Jack, Dear Louise, won the 2020 Charles MacArthur Award
for Best New Play of the Year and is optioned for Broadway.
